Community Service Practices Course Codes of Practice

PART ONE
Purpose, Scope, Basis and Definitions 
Purpose
Article 1- (1) The purpose of these codes of practice is to regulate the application principles of the "Community Service Practices" course in the 3rd semester of the Fenerbahçe University Faculty of Sports Sciences, Department of Physical Education and Sports Teaching.
Scope
Article 2- (1) These codes of practice cover the duties, authorities and responsibilities of the students' project advisors, faculty coordinator and faculty dean's office in the execution of the Community Service Practices course in the undergraduate programs of the Fenerbahçe University Faculty of Sport Sciences, Department of Physical Education and Sports Teaching, and the regulations regarding the planning, implementation and evaluation stages of the studies within the scope of the Community Service Practices course. 
Basis
Article 3- (1) These codes of practice have been prepared based on the Fenerbahçe University Associate and Undergraduate Education and Training Directive published in the Official Gazette dated 16/08/2020 and numbered 31215. 
Definitions 
Article 4- (1) The terms used in these codes of practice have the following meanings:
a) Rector: Fenerbahce University Rector,
b) Senate: Fenerbahce University Senate,
c) Dean's Office: Faculty of Sports Sciences Dean's Office,
d) Unit: Department of Physical Education and Sports Teaching, Faculty of Sports Sciences, Fenerbahçe University,
e) Advisor: The instructor who directs the Community Service Practices course and/or project,
f) Course: Community Service Practices course (SPE 205),
g) SPE Unit Coordinator: Faculty of Sports Sciences, Physical Education and Sports Teaching department coordinator,
h) Community Service Practices Course: A compulsory course in the Faculty of Sports Sciences, Physical Education and Sports Teaching undergraduate program; Community Service Practices course consisting of 1 hour of theory and 2 hours of practice per week,
i) Student Candidate: Students studying in the Faculty of Sports Sciences, Physical Education and Sports Teaching programs who attend the Community Service Practices course,
j) Target Organization / Audience: The organization, community, segment, students or individuals to whom the activities will be implemented in the projects within the scope of the Community Service Practices course,
k) Faculty Coordinator of Community Service Practices: The instructor assigned by the faculty dean to coordinate the Community Service Practices courses in the faculty,
l) Project Team: Students who are involved in the same project with at least one advisor.

PART TWO
Duties and Responsibilities of Individuals and Boards 
[bookmark: bookmark6]Duties and Responsibilities  
Article 5- (1) The aims, attitudes and messages given in the institution and organization visits, project-related works and participation in scientific events related to current problems of the society as observers, speakers or organizers of the students studying in the Department of Physical Education and Sports Teaching of the Faculty of Sports Sciences of Fenerbahçe University within the scope of the “Community Service Practices” course should be in accordance with Atatürk’s Principles and Revolutions, guided by science and reason and supportive of national unity and integrity.
(2) The Community Service Practices course should aim to develop and support the social sensitivity and awareness, cooperation, solidarity, effective communication and self-evaluation skills, social responsibility awareness and self-confidence of the students studying in the Department of Physical Education and Sports Teaching at Fenerbahçe University, Faculty of Sports Sciences.
(3) There should be no written or oral exams in the measurement and evaluation of the Community Service Practices course.
(4) In applications planned outside of Istanbul, the cooperation protocols made between the Council of Higher Education and the ministries must be complied with, and in applications planned within Istanbul, the cooperation protocols made between the Fenerbahçe University Rectorate and the Istanbul Governorship must be complied with.
(5) The studies of students studying in the undergraduate programs of Fenerbahçe University, Faculty of Sports Sciences, Department of Physical Education and Sports Teaching within the scope of the Community Service Practices course are directed and supervised by their advisors.
(6) In the studies within the scope of the Community Service Practices course in the Department of Physical Education and Sports Teaching of the Faculty of Sports Sciences of Fenerbahçe University, care is taken not to disrupt the normal functioning of institutions and organizations.
(7) The work areas within Fenerbahçe University and the Faculty of Sports Sciences can be used for the activities of the students studying in the Department of Physical Education and Sports Teaching of the Faculty of Sports Sciences of Fenerbahçe University within the scope of the course.
(8) Within the scope of the Community Service Practices course, cooperation can be established between the Sports Sciences Faculties in Turkey and the Fenerbahçe University Sports Sciences Faculty Physical Education and Sports Teaching Department in the areas of project-based sharing, solidarity and joint project development.
(9) The use of the Young Volunteers Portal www.gencgonulluler.gov.tr, established by the General Directorate of Education, Culture and Research of the Ministry of Sports, within the scope of the Community Service Practices course by the students studying in the Department of Physical Education and Sports Teaching of the Faculty of Sports of Fenerbahçe University, will greatly contribute to their work. Through this portal, institutions/organizations/units looking for volunteers and students who want to volunteer are brought together, institutions can publish the volunteer job postings they need in 6 categories: disaster and emergency, environment, education, culture and tourism, health and social services, and sports, and people who volunteer as members of the site can also apply for the job postings. The use of this portal should be encouraged.
PART THREE
[bookmark: bookmark10]Opening of the Course, Purpose and Codes of Practice
Codes of Practice  
Article 6- (1) Advisors are assigned to advise a certain number of students regarding the activities they will undertake.
(2) At the beginning of the semester, advisors inform the students they are responsible for about the purpose of the Community Service Practices course, its general principles, the work expected to be done, the scope of the projects, and the evaluation criteria of the course.
(3) Advisors determine project groups and project topics together with students. Project topics can be determined from the following:
· Project topics can be suggested as original by students.
· Project topics can be selected from the projects in the project pool announced by the faculties.
· Ongoing projects/activities in institutions and organizations determined by the faculty
(4) Each project team selects a student as the project coordinator to coordinate the activities to be carried out within the scope of the project and reports to his/her advisor.
(5) All activities to be carried out within the scope of the project will be carried out taking into account the Project Implementation Guide (Annex 2).
(6) Project teams meet regularly under the chairmanship of their advisors and inform their advisors about the work they have done. In these meetings, the problems encountered by the project teams are discussed and solutions to the problems are developed.
(7) Each project team prepares a product selection file regarding the activities carried out within the scope of the community service practices course and in line with the project plan. The product selection file consists of the Project/Activity Proposal Form(s) (Annex 3) prepared by each student, the Project/Activity Completion Form(s) (Annex 4), documents related to the activities carried out, an Original Project/Activity Proposal Form (Annex 5) belonging to the group and the Community Service Practices Attendance Schedule (Annex 7).
(8) The first type of report in the product selection file is the Project/Activity Proposal Form. Each project team prepares their proposals for the project/activity they plan to carry out within the scope of the course in accordance with this form and submits them to the project consultant. Projects approved by the consultant are put into practice.
(9) The second type of report in the product selection file is the Project/Activity Completion Form. Each student presents information about the activities they have carried out on their own within the scope of the project in the Project/Activity Completion Form. Activity reports are prepared by taking the Project/Activity Completion Form into consideration.
(10)  The third type of report included in the product selection file is the documents related to the activities carried out. These documents consist of the relevant materials and documents within the scope of the project.
(11)  The fourth report type in the product selection file is the Original Project/Activity Proposal Form. Each teacher candidate develops a new project or activity proposal in line with the principles in the Original Project/Activity Proposal Form. The developed project/activity proposals are shared with other project teams and the advisor.
(12)  All prepared reports and other information and documents that should be included in the product selection file are placed in the Teacher Candidate Selection File. The information, documents and forms that should be included in the product selection file are provided in the Product Selection File Preparation Form (Annex 6).
(13)  Project teams complete product selection files and submit them to their advisors, and these files are used to evaluate students' performance. Project teams also present their activities after the project to share with other project teams.
(14)  If a student cannot complete his/her work due to compelling reasons arising from the institution where he/she is applying, he/she can complete the remaining part with another application at another institution with the approval of the faculty coordinator and advisor.
(15)  As a result of the evaluation made by the advisor, the project/activity proposals that are deemed appropriate to be included in the project pool are submitted to the Community Service Practices Faculty Coordinator.
(16)  Project/activity proposals collected by the Faculty Coordinator of Community Service Practices are reviewed and approved by a committee consisting of the Faculty Dean of Community Service Practices, the Faculty Coordinator and Advisors. Approved project/activity proposals are transferred to the project pool prepared at the faculty level. Project/activity proposals in the project pool can also be used in activities to be held in later periods. The project pool can be shared on the relevant faculty's website for all students who will take the community service practices course.
(17)  Students who cannot complete the project they planned in the community service practices course by the end of the semester are considered to have failed the course. Students who fail must retake the course and continue.

Measurement and Evaluation 
Article 7. (1) The consultant makes the project by taking into consideration the level of participation in the projects and the studies and reports included in the product selection files and the self-assessments obtained as a result of the examination of project/activity proposals. Community service practices course projects are ongoing work.
(2) The criteria in the Product Selection File Evaluation Form (Annex 8) may be taken into consideration in the evaluation of the product selection files prepared by the students. The faculty dean's office may change the criteria in this evaluation form in line with the project activities.
(3) If the advisor deems it appropriate (in addition to the evaluation methods whose forms are in the appendix), he/she can prepare a form for students working on the same project to evaluate each other. He/she can create the criteria for this form with his/her students. This type of evaluation will provide information to the consultant in evaluating the process, and students will learn to evaluate each other based on objective criteria in pre-service training.
PART THREE
Duties, Powers and Responsibilities 
Duties, Powers and Responsibilities of Fenerbahce University Faculty of Sports Sciences
Article 8. (1) The Dean's Office provides the necessary conditions for the Community Service Practices course in the Physical Education and Sports Teaching department of the faculty to be carried out in accordance with the application principles.
(2) It carries out the correspondence required before the implementation and ensures that any problems that arise in the operation between the Faculty and the institutions and organizations where the implementation is carried out during the implementation process are resolved.
Duties, Powers and Responsibilities of the Faculty Coordinator of the Community Service Practices Course 
Article 9. (1) To ensure coordination in carrying out the Community Service Practices course of the Physical Education and Sports Teaching Department of the Faculty of Sports Sciences in accordance with the application principles.
(2) To request activity reports from course advisors at the end of each semester.
(3) Approximately two months before the beginning of the semester at the faculty, to determine how many students will take this course in which department, how many groups the students will be divided into, and how many faculty members will conduct the courses.
(4) To provide activity lists that outline the activities to be carried out.
(5) To organize correspondence with official and private institutions and organizations that require prior permission, depending on the type of event.
(6) To prevent any negative effects that may arise from a large number of teacher candidates going to the same institution and organization and to take the necessary measures to prevent the normal functioning of these institutions from being hindered.
(7) To cooperate with the Department of Health, Culture and Sports to meet the financial needs that may arise regarding transportation, equipment supply and hosting of guests, if any, of students who will participate in the events.
(8) To check whether the course is carried out in accordance with its purpose and to take the necessary measures in this regard.
(9) To plan the necessary arrangements by taking into consideration the criticisms and suggestions from the faculty members and department heads so that the courses in the next semester are more effective and successful.
Duties, Powers and Responsibilities of the Advisor
Article 10. (1) To prepare a list of activities that will be done by the students during the academic year in which the course will be taught.
(3) To inform the faculty coordinator of the list of institutions/organizations from which permission is required and the students who want to work in these institutions (Annex 9).
(4) To explain to students the work they will do in the course in a way that leaves no room for doubt. To ensure that students understand the nature, scope and purpose of the activities with concrete examples.
(5) To ensure that students are informed about the reports and files they will prepare.
· To announce the measurement and evaluation criteria related to the course to the students in a clear and transparent manner at the beginning of the semester (The Faculty web page can be used for this purpose).
· To prevent students from neglecting the course.
· To contact the authorities of the institutions where the students will hold activities, with the knowledge of the department head and faculty coordinator.
· To make suggestions to the department head and dean's office when necessary to make the course more efficient.
Duties, Powers and Responsibilities of Students
Article 11. (1) To carry out his/her studies meticulously, thinking that the studies related to the Community Service Practices course will be necessary, useful and will contribute to his/her development. 
(2) To act in accordance with the rules of the institutions and organizations visited and carried out projects within the scope of the Community Service Practices course and to avoid any attitudes and behaviors that may negatively affect the functioning of the institution.
(3) To act in a manner that best represents Fenerbahçe University Faculty of Sports Sciences in the institutions/organizations visited or worked with within the scope of the Community Service Practices course, in terms of clothing style and general behavior.
(4) To carry out his/her work in line with the suggestions presented by his/her advisor regarding the Community Service Practices course, to regularly attend the meetings to be held by his/her advisor every week and to inform the project advisor at every stage of his/her work.
(5) To present the Selection File prepared for the Community Service Practices course to the advisor.

PART FOUR
Effectiveness and Enforcement
Effectiveness
Article 12. The codes of practice shall enter into force as of the date of approval by the university senate and as of the start date of the 2021-2022 academic year.
Enforcement
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Article 13. The Dean shall execute the provisions of these codes of practice.

[bookmark: bookmark15]ANNEX 1. SOME INSTITUTIONS AND ORGANIZATIONS THAT CAN BE VISITED AND PROJECT WORKS CAN BE CARRIED OUT WITHIN THE SCOPE OF THE COMMUNITY SERVICE PRACTICES COURSE
·  Public and private schools (especially schools for the mentally disabled, schools for the visually impaired, schools for the hearing impaired, boarding regional schools, schools with combined classes),
· Hospitals (Public and private hospitals),
· Centers affiliated with the General Directorate of Child Services,
· Museums, archaeological sites, galleries and libraries,
· Sports Clubs
· Foundations
· Units affiliated to municipalities,
· Social service areas such as soup kitchens and nursing homes,
· Associations and foundations working for public benefit such as the Red Crescent and the Green Crescent (such as the Turkish Armed Forces Strengthening Foundations, Tuberculosis Fighting Association, etc.),
· Prisons and juvenile detention centers,
· Animal shelters,
· School-family associations,
· Professional chambers,
· Social development centers,
· Mukhtars, etc.
ANNEX 2. PROJECT IMPLEMENTATION GUIDE
Before Project Implementation
(1) Students studying in the Department of Physical Education and Sports Teaching at Fenerbahçe University Faculty of Sports Sciences should dress appropriately for the cultural and climatic conditions of the areas where they will carry out their projects within the scope of the Community Service Practices course.
(2) Students studying in the Department of Physical Education and Sports Teaching at Fenerbahçe University, Faculty of Sports Sciences, who will participate in projects outside the province, should participate in the project by meeting their basic needs. They should carry with them the medicines and some cleaning materials that they may need in disadvantaged areas and should be prepared for negative situations regarding their nutrition.
(3) Fenerbahce University Faculty of Sports Sciences, Department of Physical Education and Sports Teaching students must work in coordination to prepare the materials they will use in their projects.
During Project Implementation 
(1) Fenerbahce University Faculty of Sports Sciences, Department of Physical Education and Sports Teaching students should determine their project locations and review their materials before starting their projects.
(2) Fenerbahce University Faculty of Sports Sciences, Department of Physical Education and Sports Teaching students must plan their projects well, know which tasks they are responsible for, and start and finish their projects on time.
(3) Fenerbahçe University, Faculty of Sports Sciences, Department of Physical Education and Sports Teaching students must help carry the materials related to the activities they will carry out during the project, take ownership of them and take care of the items under their responsibility.
(4) Fenerbahçe University Faculty of Sports Sciences, Department of Physical Education and Sports Teaching students must work in cooperation and harmony with the authorities of the institution where they will carry out their projects in order for the projects to be carried out smoothly.
(5) Fenerbahce University Faculty of Sports Sciences, Department of Physical Education and Sports Teaching students should not enter into arguments with the target audience about the negative conditions in the areas where the projects are carried out and should maintain good relations.
(6) Fenerbahçe University Faculty of Sports Sciences, Department of Physical Education and Sports Teaching students should take care to be equally interested in all members of the target audience, not just the prominent individuals.
(7) If Fenerbahce University, Faculty of Sports Sciences, Department of Physical Education and Sports Teaching students are doing their projects in a school, they should also take into consideration the developmental characteristics of the students.
After Project Implementation 
(1) Students should note their experiences and write down their impressions of the project, which they will use in preparing their individual reports. In these impressions, care should be taken to comply with universal ethical principles that should be taken into consideration in scientific studies on social issues.
(2) An individual activity form should be filled out by students regarding the activities carried out in the project.
(3) After the project, a group meeting should be held and evaluations of both the overall project and the activities should be compiled into a group report.
(4) It should not be forgotten that project reports are about activities, and the reports should also include applicable suggestions to make activities and projects more effective and efficient.
