SUMMER SCHOOL DIRECTIVES


PART ONE
Purpose, Scope, Basis and Definitions 

Purpose
ARTICLE 1 – (1) The purpose of this directive is to regulate the procedures and principles regarding the summer term education to be held in the Faculties, Institutes, Colleges and Vocational Schools within Fenerbahçe University.

Scope
ARTICLE 2 – (1) This Directive covers the procedures and principles regarding the summer term education to be organized in the Faculties, Institutes, Colleges and Vocational Schools within Fenerbahçe University.

Basis
ARTICLE 3 – (1) This Directive has been prepared based on Article 7, paragraph (c) of the Higher Education Law No. 2547 and the relevant articles of the Fenerbahçe University Undergraduate Education Regulation.

Definitions
ARTICLE 4 – (1) The terms used in this directive have the following meanings:
a) Board of Trustees: Fenerbahce University Board of Trustees,
b) Student Affairs Directorate: Fenerbahce University Student Affairs Directorate
c) Rector: Fenerbahçe University Rector,
ç) Senate: Fenerbahce University Senate,
d) Summer Education: The education-training program implemented during the summer months other than the Fall and Spring semesters.

PART TWO
Principles, Duration and Tuition Fees of Summer Education

Principles of Summer Education 
ARTICLE 5 – (1) Summer education is an educational program that falls outside the normal two semesters of an academic year and is implemented during the summer months. It is not a third semester of the same academic year.
(2) Summer education can be opened optionally.
(3) The principles regarding the opening of summer education are determined by the Senate.

Purposes of Summer Education 
ARTICLE 6 – (1) The purposes of summer education are as follows:
a) To ensure that students benefit from the university's educational opportunities during the summer months.
b) To provide an opportunity for students who have failed a course in the fall or spring semesters or who want to repeat a course they passed in order to increase their overall grade point average.
c) To eliminate the negative impact of prolonging graduation time due to failure in prerequisite courses.
ç)  To enable students to graduate early by taking a course that they have not taken before during their education period as part of the summer school.
d) To provide the opportunity for students who enroll in our university through horizontal/vertical transfer or who are registered in double major/minor programs, and students who go abroad within the scope of Erasmus and international exchange programs to take the courses they could not take or took and failed in previous semesters during the summer education.
e) To ensure that students in other higher education institutions benefit from the education and training opportunities of Fenerbahçe University.

Duration of Summer Education
ARTICLE 7 – (1) The summer school calendar is determined by the Senate and announced in the academic calendar.
(2) The duration of the Summer School is 7 (seven) weeks. This period does not include the Summer School final exams. For each course opened in the Summer School, the total number of course hours is equal to the total number of course hours in an academic semester.
(3) The time spent in summer school is not counted as part of the normal education period.

Summer School Fees
ARTICLE 8 – (1) Fees to be charged to students during summer education are determined by the Board of Trustees according to the ECTS and/or credit load of the courses and are collected from students at the time of registration. 
(2) If students studying within the scholarship quotas of the university take courses in summer school, their existing scholarships will not be valid and they will have to pay course fees.
(3) Fees will not be refunded for students who register for a course offered during the summer term but do not attend or fail.
(4) If the course(s) registered for in the summer term are not offered, the course registration fee paid by the student will be refunded.

PART THREE
Courses to be Opened, Course Loads and Principles Regarding Registrations 

Courses to be Opened  
ARTICLE 9 – (1) Registration for courses to be opened in the summer term is optional for the student.
(2) The courses to be opened in the summer education are determined by the faculty, institute, college and vocational school boards and announced by the Student Affairs Directorate.
(3) In order for a course to be opened in the summer term, at least 8 (eight) students must be registered for that course. If the number of students registered for a course is less than the specified number, the decision whether or not to open the course is made after obtaining the approval of the board of directors and the Senate of the unit offering the course.
(4) Courses for which a sufficient number of students have not registered by the end of the final registration period during the summer term will not be opened.
(5) Compulsory courses in the curriculum of associate, undergraduate and graduate programs are opened in the semesters in which they are due to be offered. These courses cannot be postponed to the summer term.
(6) Matters regarding attendance, mid-term and final exams and measurement and evaluation of the courses opened in the Summer School are carried out as specified in the Fenerbahçe University Associate and Undergraduate Education-Training Regulation.

Course Loads  
ARTICLE 10 – (1) The load of a course opened in the summer term is the same as the local credit load and ECTS value defined for that course in the relevant curriculum of the university.
(2) Except for foreign language preparatory classes, the total number of courses that students take in a summer term cannot exceed 15 (fifteen) ECTS credits, provided that there is no overlap in the course schedule. The total ECTS value of the courses a student will take in the Summer School during his/her education cannot exceed 45 (forty-five) for undergraduate level and 25 (twenty-five) for associate degree level. However, if the student is successful in all courses taken in the Summer School and graduation is at stake, an additional course can be taken provided that the course hours do not conflict with the program.
(3) Graduation projects and similar courses cannot be taken from other higher education institutions during the summer term.
(4) The application regarding prerequisite courses is also valid during summer education.
(5) The end-of-academic grade point averages of students taking courses in the summer school are determined by taking into account the grades received from the summer school courses.

Attendance
ARTICLE 11 – (1) Students are required to attend the courses they took during the summer term, even if they have met the attendance requirement for the courses they have taken before. (2) Students who cannot meet the attendance requirement for a course during the summer term cannot take the final exam for that course and will be considered unsuccessful due to their absence.
(3) Course withdrawal and leave of absence are not allowed during summer school.

Special Student
ARTICLE 12 – (1) Other Higher Education Institution students are considered as special students.
(2) Students must obtain permission from the institution where they study and apply to the relevant unit during the summer school pre-registration period.
(3) A document showing the duration of the summer education, the code of the courses they have taken, their name, hours, credits, ECTS and success grade is prepared for special students who register for summer education. This document is sent to the relevant Higher Education Institution where the student is registered, with the decision of the relevant Faculty/Institute/College/Vocational School Board of Directors. A certified copy of the document is given to the student upon request.

Taking Courses from a Different University
ARTICLE 13 – (1) In accordance with Article 7/c of ​​Law No. 2547 regarding the courses not opened during the summer term, the higher education institutions from which courses can be taken are determined by the Senate. If the Higher Education Institutions where courses can be taken are not determined by the Senate, the student can take a summer education course from a university with a higher score than the base score of his/her program in the year he/she is registered.
(2) Courses opened at the university during the summer term cannot be taken from a different university.
(3) The student must submit a petition to the secretary of the Faculty, Institute, College or Vocational School where he/she is registered, stating which Higher Education Institution the course/courses will be taken from and the content, local credit, ECTS value and language of instruction of the relevant course/courses and in order to register for the course/courses, the student's academic advisor's approval and the relevant unit's board of directors' decision are required.
(4) Success grades sent by other Higher Education Institutions are recorded after being approved by the Board of Directors of the unit in which the student is registered.
(5) Grades received from other Higher Education Institutions are sent to the Student Affairs Directorate before the start of course registrations for the semester following the summer term. Special cases are decided by the relevant Board of Directors.

PART FOUR
Miscellaneous and Final Provisions

Legal Clauses
ARTICLE 14 – (1) In situations for which there are no provisions in this directive, Fenerbahçe University Associate and Undergraduate Education Regulations and the decisions of the Higher Education Council, Senate and authorized bodies of relevant units shall apply.

Effectiveness
ARTICLE 15 – (1) This directive shall enter into force on the date of its approval by the Senate.

Enforcement
ARTICLE 16 – (1) The Rector shall execute the provisions of this directive.
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
