


SENATE DECISION: 23.08.2023




FENERBAHÇE UNIVERSITY
ASSOCIATE DEGREE AND UNDERGRADUATE DEGREE PROGRAMS ENGLISH LANGUAGE COURSES EXEMPTION CODES OF PRACTICE

The aim is to regulate the codes of practice of exemption in English I and English II courses, which are mandatory by the Council of Higher Education, taught in associate and undergraduate programs run by the Department of Foreign Languages ​​and whose language of instruction is Turkish, and in Advanced English I and Advanced English II courses, which are taught in associate and undergraduate programs whose language of instruction is English.
The exemption codes of practice have been prepared based on the provisions of Article 7 of the Regulation on the Principles to be Complied with in Foreign Language Education and Teaching in a Foreign Language in Higher Education Institutions No. 29662 and the relevant article of the Fenerbahçe University Associate and Undergraduate Education Regulation.
Exemption Codes of Practice:
1. Students who have started their first year and students who continue their programs and have not passed the relevant courses or exemption exams can apply for exemption exams to be exempt from English language courses according to the language of instruction.
2. Applications for exemption exams are made through the Student Affairs System on the dates specified in the academic calendar.
3. In English exemption exams, in order to be exempt from the relevant English language course(s), it is necessary to receive a grade within the grade range in the relevant table in accordance with the language of instruction. 
4. A student who receives a letter grade of "AA", "BA", "BB", "CB", "CC", "DC", or "DD" from a course is considered to have passed that course. The letter grades of these course(s) are taken into account in the student's grade point average and are counted towards graduation requirements. 
5. Students who receive a letter grade of "FD" or "FF" in a course are considered to have failed that course. The letter grade of the failed students is not recorded in the transcript. Students who fail must register for the relevant course(s) and pass that course(s).

6. The ECTS value of the exempted course(s) is not included in the students' workload calculation for the relevant semester. Students with a GPA of at least 3.00 may register for another course(s) opened in the relevant registration period instead of the course(s) they are exempt from, provided that the advisor deems it appropriate and approves it. In this case, the student's ECTS workload in the relevant semester may exceed 30 ECTS workload, provided that the advisor deems it appropriate and approves it. 
7. The results of the exemption exams are reported to the Faculty Dean's Office/Vocational School Directorate by the Foreign Languages ​​Department Head Office at least 3 (three) working days before the end of the course add-drop week.  
8. Objections to the results of exemption exams must be made to the Foreign Languages ​​Department within the first three (3) business days following the announcement of the results. Objections are finalized within 2 (two) business days.  
9. Applications for exemption exams are accepted for the courses of the relevant academic year.
10. The exemption right that students gain is only valid for the course or courses specified in the application.
11. A student has the right to take the exemption exam for the same course only once in an academic year.
[bookmark: _Hlk176252703]12. If the student enrolls in this course and pass, he/she will not be exempted from the relevant course.
13. No exemption is granted for English language courses opened as elective courses.
[bookmark: _Hlk176252723]14. Students who fail the course or courses of the relevant academic year can take the exemption exam(s) in the following academic year.
[bookmark: _Hlk176252728]15. There is no excuse right for exemption exams.
16. Exemption exams are generally administered at the beginning of the fall semester for English I and Advanced English I courses, and at the beginning of the spring semester for English II and Advanced English II courses. However, all relevant exemption exams may be repeated at the beginning of each semester if necessary.
17. Students who have gained the right to exemption may waive this right if they wish, provided that all responsibilities are theirs. It is necessary to apply to the Department of Foreign Languages ​​within 2 (two) business days following the announcement of the results of the exemption exam(s) with a petition stating that all responsibilities are theirs and stating the course(s) for which the exemption right is to be waived. A student who waives his/her right to exemption will not be given this right again. A student who wishes to regain his/her right to exemption must retake the exemption exam(s) of the relevant course(s).
18. If registration is frozen in the semester in which the exemption right was earned, the exemption right for that semester is preserved.
